3.1 Brushcutter
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1 Filter cover
The filter cover covers the air filter.

2 Airfilter
The air filter filters the air entering the engine.
3 Manual fuel pump
The manual fuel pump makes it easier to start
the engine.
4 Shutter
The shutter is used to select summer or win-
ter operating mode.
5 Cover
Covers the spark plug.
6 Spark plug boot
Connects the ignition lead to the spark plug.
7 Spark plug
Ignites the fuel-air mixture in the engine.
8 Muffler
Reduces brushcutter noise emissions.
9 Starter grip
The starter grip is used for starting the
engine.
10 Fuel tank cap
The fuel tank cap closes the fuel tank.

11 Choke lever
The choke lever helps start the engine.

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12 Carrying strip
Perforated strip for suspending the carrying
system.

13 Control handle
The control handle is used for operating,
holding and guiding the brushcutter.

14 Throttle trigger
The throttle trigger is used to control the
motor speed.

15 Throttle trigger lockout
The throttle trigger lockout unlocks the throttle
trigger.

16 Stop switch
The stop switch shuts off the engine.

17 Wing screw
The wing screw secures the handlebar to the
handle support.

18 Handlebar
The handlebar connects the control handle
and the handle to the shaft.

19 Handle
The handle is for holding and guiding the
brushcutter.

20 Throttle cable
Connects the throttle trigger to the engine.

21 Shaft
The shaft connects all components.

22 Gear housing
The gear housing encloses the gearbox.

23 Opening for the stop pin
The opening for the stop pin accommodates
the stop pin.

24 Screw plug
The screw plug closes the filler opening for
STIHL gear grease.

25 Stop pin
The stop pin blocks the shaft when a cutting
attachment is being attached.

3.2 Deflectors and cutting attach-
ments

The illustrations show examples of deflectors
and cutting attachments. Approved combinations
are listed in this user manual, 4 20.
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1 Deflector for metal cutting attachments
The metal cutting tool guard protects the user
from thrown objects and contact with the
grass cutting blade or brush knife.

2 Grass Cutting Blade
The grass cutting blade cuts grass and
weeds.

3 Brush knife
The brush knife cuts brush.

4 Shredder blade deflector
The shredder blade deflector protects the
user against flying debris and contact with the
shredder blade.

5 Shredder blades
The shredder blade cuts and shreds brush.

6 Deflector for mowing heads
The deflector for mowing heads protects the
user against flying debris and contact with the
mowing head.

7 Line limiting blade
The line limiting blade trims mowing lines to
the correct length.

8 Mowing head
The mowing head holds the mowing lines.

9 Limit stop
Protects the user from flying debris and con-
tact with the circular saw blade and helps
support the clearing saw against the wood
during cutting work.

10 Circular saw blade
Cuts shrubs and trees.

11 Transport guard
The transport guard protects the user from
contact with metal cutting attachments.

— The controls function properly and have not
been modified.

— A combination of cutting attachment and
deflector recommended in this user manual is
mounted.

— The cutting attachment and deflector are prop-
erly mounted.

— Genuine STIHL accessories for this brushcut-
ter are fitted.

— The accessories are correctly attached.

— All accessible screws and fastening parts are
firmly tightened.

— Cutting attachment does not run while engine
is idling.

m |f not in safe condition, components may no
longer operate correctly, safety devices may
be disabled and fuel leakage may occur.
There is a risk of serious or fatal injury.
> Work only with an undamaged brushcutter.

4.6.4 Metal cutting attachment

The metal cutting attachment is in a safe condi-

tion if the following points are observed:

— Metal cutting attachment and mounting hard-
ware are undamaged.

— The metal cutting attachment is not warped.

— The metal cutting attachment is properly
installed and firmly tightened.

— The metal cutting attachment is correctly
sharpened.

— Cutting edges of the metal cutting attachment
have no burrs.

— The wear limits are not exceeded.

— If a metal cutting attachment not manufactured

by STIHL is used, it must not be heavier,
thicker, of a different shape, of a lower quality,
or larger in diameter than the largest metal
cutting attachment approved by STIHL.

A WARNING

m |f it is not in an safe condition, parts of the
metal cutting attachment may come off and be
thrown at high speed. This can result in seri-
ous injury.
> Never work with a damaged metal cutting

attachment or damaged mounting hard-

ware.

Sharpen the metal cutting attachment cor-

rectly.

Deburr the cutting edges.

Have the metal cutting attachment bal-

anced by a STIHL authorized dealer.

4.7 Fuel Mixture and Refueling
A WARNING

® This brushcutter requires a fuel mixture of gas-

oline and two-stroke engine oil. Mixed fuel and

gasoline are extremely flammable. If fuel mix-

ture or gasoline make contact with open fire or

hot objects, they can cause a fire or explo-

sions. Persons may be seriously or fatally

injured and property may be damaged.

> Protect fuel mixture and gasoline from heat

and fire.

Do not spill fuel mixture or gasoline.

If fuel is spilled: Wipe up fuel with a cloth

and do not attempt to start engine until all

parts of the brushcutter are dry.

> Do not smoke.

> Never refuel near a fire.

> Shut off the engine and allow it to cool

down before refueling.

Start the engine at least 3 meters from the

fueling spot, outdoors only.

Inhaling fuel fumes and gasoline fumes can

have toxic effects.

> Avoid inhaling fuel fumes or gasoline
fumes.

> Refuel in a well-ventilated location.

The brushcutter becomes hot during opera-

tion. The fuel expands and excess pressure

can build up in the tank. Fuel can escape as a

spray when the fuel tank cap is opened. The

escaping fuel can ignite. This may result in

serious injury to the user.

> Allow the brushcutter to cool down first and
then open the fuel tank cap carefully.

Clothing that has been in contact with fuel or

gasoline will ignite more easily. Persons may

be seriously or fatally injured and property

may be damaged.

> If your clothing comes into contact with fuel
or gasoline: Change your clothing.

Fuel mix, gasoline and two-stroke engine oil

can harm the environment.

> Do not spill fuel, gasoline or two-stroke
engine oil.

> Dispose of fuel mix, gasoline and two-
stroke engine oil in accordance with local
regulations and environmental require-
ments.

Fuel, gasoline or two-stroke engine oil can

Persons may be seriously
or fatally injured and property may be dam-
aged.
> Use the spark plugs described in this
instruction manual.
> Insert and tighten down the spark plug.
> Connect the spark plug boot and press it
down firmly.
® The brushcutter can become damaged if it is
run with a fuel mixture that includes unsuitable
gasoline or an unsuitable two-stroke engine
oil, and also if an incorrect mix ratio of gaso-
line and two-stroke engine oil is used.
> Mix the fuel as described in this User Man-
ual.
® The mixture of gasoline and two-stroke engine
oil can separate or age if it is stored for a long
period. The brushcutter can be damaged if it is
used with a fuel mix that has become separa-
ted or has aged.
> Before refueling the brushcutter: Thor-
oughly mix the fuel.
> Use a mixture of gasoline and two-stroke
engine oil that is not older than 30 days
(STIHL MotoMix: 5 years).

4.8 Working
A WARNING

m |f the engine is not started properly, the user

may lose control of the trimmer. This may

result in serious injury to the user.

> Start the engine as described in this User
Manual.

> If the cutting attachment is touching the
ground or objects: Do not start the engine.

If the start flap lever is in the position & when

the engine is started, the engine speed is

higher than the idle speed and the cutting

attachment can rotate as soon as the engine

is running. This may result in serious injury to

the user.

> Do not touch the cutting attachment.

> Start the engine as described in this User
Manual.

m |n certain situations, the user may no longer
be able to concentrate on their work. The user

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can lose control of the trimmer, stumble or fall

and be seriously injured.

» Work calmly and methodically.

> If light and visibility are poor: Do not use
your brushcutter.

> Operate the brushcutter alone.

> Keep the cutting attachment close to the
ground.

> Watch out for obstacles.

» Work standing on the ground and keep your
balance.

> If you start feeling fatigue: Take a break.

Exhaust gas is produced when the engine is

running. Breathing in exhaust gas can have

toxic effects.Breathing in exhaust gas can

have toxic effects.

> Avoid inhaling exhaust gas.

> Operate the trimmer is a well ventilated
location.

> In the event of nausea, headache, visual
disturbances, problems with hearing or diz-
ziness: Stop work and seek medical advice.

If the brushcutter has been subjected to

unusually high loads for which it was not

designed (e.g., a heavy impact or fall), the
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brushcutter may not be in a safe condition.

This may result in serious injury to people and

damage to property.

> Check that the brushcutter is in a safe con-
dition.

> If you are unsure: Contact a STIHL author-
ized dealer.

m |f the behavior of the brushcutter changes dur-
ing operation or feels unusual, it may no lon-
ger be in a safe condition. This may result in
serious injury to people and damage to prop-
erty.

m Vibrations may occur while using the brushcut-
ter.

m [f the cutting attachment makes contact with a
foreign object during operation, the object or
parts of it may be ejected at high speed. Per-
sons may be injured or property may be dam-
aged.
> Remove foreign objects from the working

area.

m [f the rotating cutting attachment makes con-
tact with a hard object, sparks may occur and
the cutting attachment may be damaged.
Sparks can cause fires in a flammable envi-
ronment. Persons may be seriously or fatally
injured, and property may be damaged.

Kickout can be caused for the following reasons:
— The shaded area or the black area of the rotat-
ing metal cutting attachment comes into con-

tact with a solid object and is suddenly braked.
— The rotating metal cutting attachment gets
pinched in the cut.

The risk of kickout is greatest in the black area.

A WARNING

® These situations can abruptly decelerate or
stop rotation of the cutting attachment and
cause the cutting attachment to be thrown to
the right or in the direction of the user (black
arrow). The user can lose control of the trim-
mer. There is a risk of serious or fatal injury.
> Hold the trimmer firmly with both hands.
> Work as described in this User Manual.
> Do not use the black area for cutting.
> Use a combination of cutting attachment,
deflector and carrying system recommen-
ded in this User Manual.
Sharpen the metal cutting attachment cor-
rectly.
> Work with the engine running at full throttle.

If you mix the fuel yourself, use only STIHL two-
stroke engine oil or another high-performance
engine oil in accordance with JASO FB, JASO
FC, JASO FD, ISO-L-EGB, ISO-L-EGC or ISO-L-
EGD.

STIHL specifies STIHL HP Ultra two-stroke
engine oil or an equivalent high-performance
engine oil in order to maintain emission limits
over the machine’s service life.
> Make sure that the octane number of the gas-
oline is at least 90 RON and the ethanol con-
tent is not more than 10% (for Brazil: 27%).
> Make sure the two-stroke engine oil you are
using meets requirements.
> Depending on the desired amount of fuel,
determine the correct amounts of two-stroke
engine oil and gasoline in a mixing ratio of
1:50.
